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Everyone, regardless of who they were, had a place at the
table in this new community. With this Christ-like way of being, this
new community saw one another in the light of God’s abundant and
unlimited grace and mercy. Others responded to this new community
and in the text that is before us, the growth of this new community is
recorded in this manner: “Day by day the Lord added to their
number.”

Today, we often talk aloud about how we might experience
church growth in our time and place. | am convinced that church
growth happens when community happens. Folks become excited
about ministry when they can believe, belong, and are given
opportunities for benevolence. Community is the natural outcome of
this way of being.

Secondly, each time that early Christian community gathered,
they celebrated the goodness of God. | think one could ascertain,
from the text, that their celebration was not limited to an easy smile
or polite conversation. Instead, we are told that they celebrated with
“glad and generous hearts.” | translate that to mean that they gave
freely of themselves. They gave of their time, their talent, and their
resources to one another for the greater common good, not out of
duty, but with delight.

Their greater common good, and ours, is the Gospel of Jesus
Christ. We are created and called to live in community, one with the
other. We are created and called to share the message of the
Gospel. This message is the world’s salvation. This message is
simple: Jesus Christ, crucified, died, buried, and resurrected for the
redemption of the whole creation.

My prayer, as your pastor, is that we be a community of faith that
reflects the Acts of the Apostles. May the desire of our hearts be
about the grace-given gift of our deep faith, the belonging that true
community offers, and the benevolence of loving each other and
God our Father, with glad and generous hearts.
