LESSONS        
At Both Services -The weekly direction of the Revised Common

Traditional - The first lesson will be eliminated. We will intone the 
Psalm each week, read the second lesson and the Gospel lesson. All 
will be from the New Revised Standard Version (NRSV) of the 
Bible. 
 

Contemporary - Either the first or second lesson will be read and 
then the Gospel. Both readings will be from the New International 
Version (NIV) of the Bible. 
 
ANNOUNCEMENTS     
At Both Services - The announcements will be shortened, and will 
follow the sharing of the peace, just before the offering is received. 
Only those announcements absolutely needed to be spoken will be 
shared. All other information will be gathered from The Embers. It 
will be important for all to adhere to the deadlines of the parish 
office. If deadlines are kept, all pertinent information received by the 
parish office will be printed as requested.   
 
THE OFFERING    
At Both Services - All special music and anthems will be sung while 
the offering is being received. This follows the direction of the ELW 
and saves a bit of time as we do both things at once. However, please 
recognize that this time is not an intermission. This time of offering 
and giving back to God is worship. It should be honored as such. We 
ask that the assembly continue in the spirit of worship as they 
participate in the gift giving by listening to the offering of music 
before them. We have a history of getting a bit noisy during this time. 
Please refrain from talking and whispering during this time.

At Both Services - Unless it is too warm and humid during the summer months, 
Altar Servers will continue to robe for all services. This is a very long-standing 
tradition at Emanuel. Nothing will change with this part of the service.

Traditional - The procession and recession will remain in place. The acolytes will 
light the candles as has been their tradition.  
 

Contemporary - No procession or recession; therefore the acolytes will NOT serve. 
Instead, the candles will be lighted before the service and extinguished following 
the service.
