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It has been a long winter. I know this not 
because we have had an abundance of snow this year; 
nor is it because we have had several long stretches of 
some seriously cold days and nights. Instead, I know 
that our winter has been long because of the filing 
system I keep in my home office.    

 

My filing system is built upon the church year.  
In my system, I have one file folder for each Sunday as 
well as one for all major, and some of the minor, 
festivals of the church year. The way I keep those files is 
rather methodical and a bit obsessive.  

 

Each week as I prepare for the sermon, I remove 
that Sundayôs folder from the cabinet and review my 
previous sermons and any notes found therein. I do this 
so that I might be reminded of how I had previously 
approached the text.   

 

Since I am someone who is responsible for 
expounding upon the weekly prescribed text, it just 
makes sense to me to keep track of where I have been 
and it almost always gives me an idea of where I might 
go. Then, after I have reviewed the folder, I begin my 
research, my reading, and my praying for the sermon I 
hope to offer.  

 

This week, when I pulled the folder marked ñ8th 
Sunday after Epiphany.ò I was rather startled to find it 
empty. I thought, ñHow could this be?ò But then I 
remembered that, this year, Easter is almost as late as it 
can possibly be. This, of course, means that the season 
of Epiphany stretches to get us to Lent, and Lent 
(always 40 days of preparation) gets us to Easter.   

This year, our Lenten journey entitled ñDaring 
to Take the Journeyò will again be shared with our 
brothers and sisters from Grace Episcopal, Trinity 
Victory, and Bethany Lutheran Churches.  We will 
begin with several opportunities of worship at various 
locations on Ash Wednesday, and then we will continue 
the journey of Lent with a Wednesday mid-week Lenten 
gathering.

I invite everyone in our parish to consider a Lenten discipline 
of the mid-week gathering that is being planned. Each Wednesday 
evening we will begin with a service of Word and Sacrament from 
5:30-6:15 pm. Then, at 6:15, we will share together with Soup-Salad 
and Study. We will conclude at 7:15 pm. 

 

Finally, I would also bring to your attention that just prior to 

Ash Wednesday is a day known as Shrove Tuesday. This year, 

Emanuel is going to celebrate Shrove Tuesday by offering the 
traditional menu of pancakes and sausage beginning at 5:30 pm. It 
will be a fundraiser for the parish as a free will offering will be 
received at the door. Please be encouraged to invite your friends and 
family to come that night for a final feast of fat, fun, and festivity 
before Lent begins.  

 

And, by the way, I also hope you will invite someone to come 
with you to worship this Sunday. The sermon promises to be 
something you have never heard before!   J   See you in church on 
Sunday!
