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I greet you in the name of our risen Lord and Savior, Jesus 
Christ. As we continue our celebration of Our Lordôs 
triumph over the grave, I want to remind you of some 
exciting changes that will be taking place at Emanuel in 
the near future. 

 

As you know, the addition of a contemporary worship 
service was one of the goals for 2011 under item 2.3 of the 
congregationôs Strategic Plan, with an implementation 
deadline of June 1, 2011.  
 

At our April meeting, Council unanimously agreed to the 
following schedule for a contemporary worship service at 
Emanuel beginning on Sunday, June 5th : 
 

Worship time:   9:30 a.m. each Sunday morningð
   year round 
 

Worship form:  1st, 3rd, and 5th Sundaysð 
   Traditional in form 

 

   2nd and 4th Sundaysð  
   Contemporary in form 

 

(The Contemporary format was determined by the Worship 

Workshop offered on April 7, 2011 at Emanuel.) 
 

Additionally, both worship forms will be reflective of the 
outline of the Mass, and will remain true to an overall 
tradition of Lutheran worship.  

 

We recognize that not all members will be satisfied with 
this compromise. We truly believe, however, that this 
decision is the right one at this time and is reflective of the 
best interest of our parish. As we acclimate to this new 
format, we ask that all would be patient with our 
leadership, and with one another. Change is never easy, 
but must occur for new life to come forth. As people of the 
Reformation, we have in our DNA both an understanding 
and desire for the worship service to speak into the lives of 
people in their current time and place. Know that it is our 
intention to re-visit this decision in six months to assess 
what is working and what needs to be tweaked, so that we 
may continue to be faithful to our rich spiritual heritage. 
 

Also, be aware that because of the changes in our worship 
schedule beginning the first weekend of June, our worship 
time will not change on Memorial Day Weekend. Sunday 
service on May 29th will be held at 10:30 am as usual.
